How was the current list of accepted items

determined? —\ §

Before items can be recycled, they must first be sorted at a materials recovery mesa-az
facility (MRF). Mesa’s contracts with its MRF vendors ultimately determine what
items can and cannot be accepted in Mesa's blue recycle barrel. MRFs are willing to
accept and recycle items with a strong market value. Iltems that are accepted but
contaminated, as well as non-accepted items, will be landfilled and the City will be
charged significant disposal fees by the MRF. Therefore, our list has been updated
to ensure we comply with all contract terms, avoid paying unnecessary fees and
maintain the sustainability of Mesa's recycling program.

How is Mesa addressing recycling contamination? ﬂ ,

Several major markets are no longer accepting material from the United States due SWNESA \i\ )
to high levels of contamination and finding alternative markets has proven difficult. ' R ECYCL ES
To ensure Mesa's material is free of contamination, daily random barrel inspections L/ "
are conducted to help residents become better recyclers. However, when recycling
behaviors do not improve, the City will remove a resident’s barrel to maintain the viability of the program. In some cases, immediate barrel removal may be necessary
due to extreme non-compliance of the recycling program guidelines.

Besides recycling right, what else can | do to help manage our waste stream?
Reduce & Reuse. Generating less trash is always our BEST option. REDUCE by avoiding single-serving packaging which creates unnecessary waste. REUSE by
avoiding one-time use products and instead opting for reusable ones, like a reusable water bottle.

Mesa's "NEW" Recycling Program

Due to contamination, increasing recycling processing fees and decreasing commodity values, the City of
Mesa has found it necessary to modify the Blue Barrel Recycling Program. The list of accepted items has
been reduced and simplified.

Items NOT Accepted

When in Doubt, Keep It Out.

We apologize but please note that the following items are NO LONGER accepted in Mesa's recycling
program due to low market demand:

e Laundry bottles, dish washing liquid bottles, shampoo bottles, mouthwash bottles, etc.

e Glass food jars

Cereal boxes, tissue boxes, cracker boxes, detergent boxes, soda case boxes, and other paperboard items
(these items are processed differently than cardboard and regular paper)

Milk and juice cartons

Plastic food jars & food bottles (peanut butter, jelly, mustard, ketchup, etc.)

Plastic berry clamshell containers

Yogurt containers & margarine tubs

Plastic and paper cups

Paper bags (most bags tend to be greasy fast food bags or contain non-recyclable items such as handles)
Aluminum pie plates and aluminum foil

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What to include

How to Dispose of

Garbage street side pickup -

e November-April:
o MWEF pickup.

e  May- October:
O Tues. & Friday
pickup.

Wet garbage—place garbage in
standard bags or reuse grocery bags.

Bag the vacuum cleaner dust or dirt
sweep from driveways.

Place bags in cans for street side pick
up or if going to the SE or SW
recycle centers, place in white roll-
off waste bins.

e Put nothing on the in-ground
garbage can lid when you have a
pickup.

e  Place the small paver/or gravel on
top of the lid when you DO NOT
have a pick-up.

e  Place citrus peelings in at sturdy
plastic bag outside the garbage can.
Limit the weight.

Think EMPTY, CLEAN, DRY.

No Styrofoam

Place in clear or white large bags outside
garbage can or deliver to the Blue recycling
barrels at the recycling/garbage centers at the
SW and SE corners of the VO property (600
block of Aero or 300 block of Aero).

If placing in “Blue Barrels” at recycling center,
place item loose with NO PLASTIC BAGS.

Plastic Bags & Wrap

Includes grocery bread, bubble wrap,
dry cleaner bags that make a quiet
sound when squished. If the plastic
makes a crinkly, cellophane sound
(cereal liners, chip bags, floral
plastic), it is NOT acceptable.

Collect all quiet plastic in one plastic bag.
When full put in your auto and take back to
merchants with collection bins.

Paper

Newspaper /coupons, postal mail &
junk mail, magazines, office paper
(copy paper, envelopes, writing
paper). Shredded paper is no longer
accepted.

Place in bag/box beside street side, trash can or
deliver to the “Blue Barrels” at the
recycling/garbage centers at the SW and SE
corners of the VO property (600 block of Aero
or 300 block of Aero).

Corrugated Cardboard

Corrugated boxes, packing boxes,
large appliance boxes.

BOXES MUST BE BROKEN
DOWN so that they lay flat! Cut very
large boxes into smaller pieces. Carry
a box cutter on your golf cart/auto
trunk.

Place FLATTENED boxes beside the garbage
cans on the day of pick up or take directly to
the recycling/garbage center at the SE corner
of the VO property (600 block of Aero).

Place in Smaller Gray Bins from City of Mesa

Aluminum cans and
Aluminum building material

The Mobile Nobles Shriner's Club
collects aluminum drink cans and
larger pieces of scrap aluminum.
Their funding supports children
hospitals.

Beer, Soda, Pop Cans do not need to
be smashed. Do need to be empty.

Drink Can & Bottle collection bins are
available in the Baja Bistro, the Ballroom, at
swimming pools, sports courts, the Oasis, the
Cabana, bathhouse #1, and behind the
Administration building.

Large scrap aluminum or aluminum building
material is collected in SE corner of the VO
property (entrance in 600 block of Aero)

Place beside dumpsters in SE corner
of Venture Out (600 Blk Aero)

Furniture, Mattresses, etc. too
damaged for resale, place in the white
roll off dumpsters.

The tennis club will not be holding
Auction in 2020-2021.

Recycle with merchant where item was
purchased or call David (480) 815-0222 to
arrange free pick-up at your unit on a Wed or
Thursday for benefit of Velda Rose Church. Or
call your favorite charity. Alternatively, take to
City of Mesa Hazardous Waste Facility (see
below). Placing for sale signs or having patio
sales is not permitted in Venture Out.

Biohazard Waste
Medical Sharps

Any syringes, medical supplies,
“sharps,” razor blades, etc. must be
disposed of properly and preferably
using a waste receptacle. Absolutely
no syringes without proper
containment, in a marked container.

Place in a biohazard waste receptacle. Obtain
receptacles through your physician or local
pharmacies or in MedReturn boxes available at
Mesa police stations 480-644-2030.
Alternatively, dispose in a strong, sealed
plastic container labeled “Do Not Recycle”
and place in Venture Out trash can.

Tires without rims to City
Hazardous Waste

Tires with rims accepted by
Velda Rose. Leave in SE
corner of VO (entrance off
600 blk Aero).

Tires from mobile home park models,
trailers, golf carts, trucks or autos.

The city of Mesa prohibits these in the
dumpsters and rejects a dumpster if any of
these are seen. $$$

When an owner/renter buys new tires, he/she
should ask the dealer to take the used tires for
recycling. The trade-in may require a fee.

May take five per day maximum to Mesa City
Hazardous Waste Facility. See Hazardous
Waste above.

We conserve water because Water to your unit is charged to all VO owners. Sweep or

Vacuum your driveway or brick rather than wash down with hose. Limit irrigated plants.
